Getting to Know About
Church Membership

| seldom talk about church membership, but | believe in
it strongly. Here are six reasons why...

1. Church Membership fulfils our instinctive
desire to belong.
It is a fact of human nature that we need to link
ourselves with others who we feel need us as we
need them. Membership binds the people of God
closer together and provides a wonderful family
with which to share the highs and lows of life.

2. Church Membership encourages a positive
commitment to all phases of God’s work.
Jesus constantly called for dedication and
commitment. God’s work is only built on the
faithful. Membership gets our “roots” down into the
good work of the Lord! Christian stability and
strength result from such fellowship.

3. Church Membership is Biblical.
The earliest days of the church saw people
“joining”, or “being added.” In fact, the word
“church” is identified 95 times in the New
Testament as the local “congregation.” Most of the
New Testament is directed to these groups found in
Rome, Corinth, Galatia, Ephesis, etc.

4. Church Membership makes good business
sense.
The book of Acts is filled with examples of church
“business.” They pooled their finances, elected
deacons and church leaders, called special prayer
meetings, shared talents and ministries, and sent
out missionaries. Clearly, the church was
organized and efficiently managed.

5. Church Membership provides a home base for
Gospel outreach.
As the previous statement points out, the church
was able to do together what they never would
have been able to do alone. The world was
evangelized because churches sent and
supported workers.

6. Church Membership nurtures growth.
Jesus “builds” His church. The more we have of
people who are sold out to God and active,
participating members of a local group of believers,
the more we will see substantial and significant
growth.
